THE THREE PEAKS CHALLENGE 2011

THE TRADITION…

In 1897, Carl Wilhelm Schneeberger ascended Devil’s Peak, Table Mountain (Maclear’s Beacon, the highest point) and Lion’s Head in one day, returning each time to what was then the Johannesburg Hotel in Long Street, Cape Town – he stopped for meals in between peaks and completed his challenge in a time of 10 hours 50 minutes. In 1927 Sandy Trimble decided to take on the challenge, completing the feat in 7:17. Fifty years later, in 1977, Geoff Pitter improved on Trimble’s performance with a time of 6:51.

As an event, the “Three Peaks Challenge” was initiated by Don Hartley who, in 1997. decided to commemorate Schneeberger’s 100 year-old achievement. 11 of the 13 people who took on the inaugural challenge 14 years ago completed the event. The tradition continues…

· DISTANCE: ± 50 KILOMETRES

· START: 108 LONG STREET, CAPE TOWN

· FINISH: GREENMARKET SQUARE

· START TIME: 05H00

· NUMBER OF ENTRANTS: LIMITED TO 120

· ENTRY FEE: R160 (please note: entry fee is not refundable)

Please note: for those who are not familiar with “Three Peaks”, although a lot of fun might be had, this is not a fun run. It is a tough, hard hike/run/walk.
ENTRY APPLICATION PROCEDURE FOR 2011

Due to the increasingly big demand for entries, the allocation of the 120 entries for 2011 will be conducted on an application basis. The bulk of entries (between 70 and 80) will be according to a LUCKY DRAW system. 

The cut-off date for applications for entries is Friday, 1 July 2011. Applications must be emailed or posted. 

· Emailed applications must reach the organisers by latest 24h00 on 1 July 2011. 

· Postal entries must have an official date stamp, no later than 1 July 2011. Postal entries received in the post box after 8 July 2011 will not be accepted.   

· No sms or faxed applications will be accepted.

The list of successful entrants and the waiting lists will be made known on Friday 15 July 2011. Entry and payment details and forms will be sent to successful applicants who will be given until the 31st of July 2011 to complete the form and send payment. 

HOW WILL ENTRIES BE ALLOCATED?

A) Priority will be given to the following (subject to entry/payment conditions):

· Permanent numbers - those who have completed five or more Three Peaks.

· People who have completed four and are going for permanent numbers.

· Top three men from 2010.

· Top three women from 2010.

· Five ‘invited’ entries (may be granted at the discretion of the organisers). 

B) The balance of entries, expected to be between 70 and 80 entries, will be allocated according to a LUCKY DRAW, to be split equally between two groups, as follows:

· Novices (first-timers): 30 - 40 ENTRIES.
· People who have completed between 1 and 3 Three Peaks: 30 - 40 ENTRIES.

C) The Waiting List

All unsuccessful applicants will go on to a waiting list, according to the order that they are drawn. There will be two waiting lists, one for novices and one for people who have completed between 1 and 3 challenges.

Entrants who wish to withdraw from the event must notify the organisers, so that they can be replaced by the next people on the waiting list. Entries may not be passed onto other people. 

Finally…

The reason for having an application system and lucky draw, as opposed to a first-come-first-served system, is to accommodate those people who have the unfair disadvantage of not having ready access to computers or the Internet. As is the case in all popular events with a limited amount of entries, there are likely to be many disappointed people. We trust that you will accept this system, and the results that arise from it, in the good spirit that it is intended.

Some effort will be made to give unsuccessful 2011 applicants a better chance in 2012 (two, or possibly three chances in the lucky draw might be one way of doing it.
